COMPOSITION DEADLINES:  2011-2012

There will be two lessons per week devoted to the Composition Folio. 
The first six weeks of the course will be spent covering the basics of theory and harmony in preparation for the successful completion of both sections of the folio: Section A – The Language of Western Tonal Harmony 
Section B – Instrumental Techniques
After half term one lesson per week will be devoted to each section.

Section A: The Language of Western Tonal Harmony  
Candidates submit a set of seven exercises: six completed during the course in lesson time and one completed under centre supervision towards the end of the course. Each exercise consists of a given melody to which the candidate is required to add a bass line and indicate the harmony. At least two of the exercises should be worked in full texture.  All Section A work must be done in school. Students will not be allowed to take exercises away to work on. Each exercise should be completed within a maximum of three lessons.
Deadlines for Section A:  The Language of Western Tonal Harmony  
2 exercises to be completed by Friday 9th December 2011
2 more exercises to be completed by Friday 10th February 2012
Remaining 2 exercises to be completed by Friday 24th March 2012
Exercise under examination conditions to be completed during the week of 13th – 17th March 2012

Section B: Instrumental Techniques
Candidates submit either a composition or an arrangement for between four and ten instruments, lasting not more than three minutes.  
The composition/arrangement must be submitted as a full score together with a (live) recording.  A concise commentary should also be submitted which defines the candidates brief, outlines the influence of relevant listening and explains the process of composition. Candidates may work on their compositions at home, but the work must be brought in each week to the composition lesson, so that progress can be monitored and the work can be assessed as the candidate’s own.
Deadlines for Section B: Instrumental Techniques. (Composition or Arrangement)
Outline and basic structure to be completed by Friday 2nd December 2011.
1st draft to be completed and performed by Friday 20th January.
2nd draft to be completed and performed by Friday 10th February.
Final draft to be completed ready for rehearsal by Friday 9th March 2012.
Composition recordings must be completed by Wednesday 28th March 2012.
Don’t forget that you will need to organise rehearsals.  Compositions will be recorded live. All rough work and preliminary notes must be kept and submitted with the folio. 

Final date for handing in the Composition Folio including: all exercises with rough work; the composition commentary, score, and rough work; and the CD recording is:  Friday 30th March 2012
