Dear Parents/Guardians,
Year 11 Mock Examinations 

Year 11 students will return to school after the Christmas Holiday on Tuesday 5th January 2010. The first school week from Tuesday 5th to Friday 8th January will be as normal and the mock GCSE examinations will take place from Monday 11th January to Tuesday 19th January 2010.  Morning examinations will commence at 9.00 a.m. and afternoon sessions at 2.00 p.m. There are also some examinations which start at 11.00 a.m. and students may have other examinations the following week during normal school timetable.
During this period, when Year 11 students have no examination, they will be allowed to remain at home for the purpose of revision. There will be no registration for Year 11 during the examination period and if students need to be in school between examinations they should work quietly in the cafeteria. The social area should not be used apart from break or lunchtime.  Full normal timetable for Year 11 recommences on Wednesday 20th January.

During the examination period Post 16 interviews will take place for Year 11 students.  All students should book a time on the careers notice board by Friday 8th January ready for the interviews to commence during the mock examination period.

The examination timetable is on the reverse of this letter.  It is also displayed on the internal examinations board outside the hall, in the social area and on the school website.  Students have also been sent a copy by e-mail. They must check the dates and times of examinations, the room where the examination is to be held and be in the appropriate place at least 5 minutes before the examination is scheduled to begin.

School uniform is to be worn by students when they are in school.  It is expected that all students will have the correct equipment for each examination, including calculators with working batteries.  No candidate may hand in his/her script or leave the examination room (except in an emergency) until the examination time is complete.  At the end of the examinations (morning or afternoon) would you please arrange transport according to the finishing times on the examination timetable.
